CCI commissioned total of 11 units till 1990 in 
different states mainly Chhattisgarh, Assam, Himachal 
Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Haryana, Telangana, 
Karnatka and Delhi with total capacity of 38.48 LMT p.a.

Declared SICK on 08.08.1996 u/s 3 (1) (o) of SICA Act, 
1985. Hon’ble BIFR on 21.03.2006, approved closure of 7 
Non operating units (NOU’s) and Expansion/ 
Modernization of 3 operating units. 

After receipt of Govt./Ministry support, VRS/VSS was 
invited and regular employee strength of CCI was 
reduced from 1570 to 813. A New journey of CCI 
commenced with  an installed capacity of 14.46 LMT p.a. 
with 3 operating plants in Rajban, Bokajan and Tandur. 

Post revival, CCI have been running in profit but 
production & profit started declining after F.Y. 15-16. In 
F.Y. 19-20 the cement production went down to 5.84 
LMT p.a. with lowest turnover of `247.62 Cr. Post 
revival, the company suffered first time loss of ̀ 50.94 Cr 
with negative Net Worth of ̀ 22.09 Cr.

CCI fought back instilling a new confidence among its 
employees. In 20-21 when whole country was fighting 
COVID-19 & cement industry witnessed a de-growth of 
10-12%, CCI cement production grew by 53% at 8.93 
LMT p.a. with a profit of `13.15 Cr as against the loss of 
`50.94 Cr in previous year. The loss in Bokajan unit 
reduced from `6.68 Cr in F.Y. 20-21 to loss of `1.83 Cr in 
F.Y. 21-22 and transformed to profit of ̀ 4.31 Cr in FY 22-
23. Similarly loss in Rajban unit reduced from ̀ 23.42 Cr 
in 20-21 to ̀ 2.62 Cr in 21-22 and further transformed to a 
profit of `6.05 Cr in 22-23. The PAT of CCI increased 
from `13.15 Cr in F.Y. 20-21 to `40.20 Cr in 21-22 and 
jumped further to highest ever profit of `95.29 Cr in 22-
23. The 3 years Average production of CCI went up by 
34% from  6.57 LMT p.a. in F.Y. 17-20 to 8.78 LMT p.a. in 
F.Y. 20-23. The carried forward losses as per MAT 
provisions of I.T. Act,1961 of ̀ 151.86 Cr as on 31.03.2020 
were completely wiped off in 3years and the negative 
net worth of (-) `22.09 Cr as on 31.03.2020 was 
transformed to highest ever positive net worth of 
`126.56 Cr in F.Y. 2022-23.

CCI is the only Central Public Sector Undertaking 

involved in the manufacture and sale of cement in an 

otherwise highly competitive industry.  Your company 

worked on its inherent strengths to mitigate the 

challenges. 

i) The annual cement production during the year 

2022-23 was 8.68 lac MT as against 8.72 lakhs MT 

during the previous year 2021-22 with cement 

sales of 8.64 lac MT during the year 2022-23.

ii) The Company achieved the highest turnover of 

Rs 440.31 crores of the last 3 decades during FY 22-

23. It also reported Profit After Tax (PAT) of Rs 

95.29 crore which is highest during the last three 

decades. The Gross total income of the Company 

grew to Rs 557.19 crore which is also the highest in 

the entire CCI history of more than 4 decades.

iii) A Company once declared sick and referred to 

BIFR has completely transformed with all its 

operating units reporting profit after more than a 

decade. Against the negative net worth of (-) 22.09 

Crore as on 31.03.2020, the company has reported 

the highest ever positive net worth of (+) 126.56 

crores as on 31.03.2023. Assets worth Rs 92.42 

crore of Non-operating units, (closed since 1996) 

which remained idle for the last 30 years, were 

also monetized during the financial year.

iv) Even without any capacity addition, the annual 

average cement production of the last three

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

1. OVERVIEW OF THE ECONOMY 

2. CEMENT INDUSTRY

Recovering from pandemic-induced contraction, 

Russian-Ukraine conflict and inflation, the Indian 

economy is staging a broad-based recovery across 

sectors and GDP recorded an increase of 7.2% the 

highest in major emerging markets. The Capital 

Expenditure of the Central Government is also 

one of the drivers of the Indian Economy during 

the Financial year 2022-23. The projected GDP 

growth for Financial year 2023-24 is also in the 

range of 6-7%. The retail inflation also came 

within RBI’s target range by November 2022. Q1 

of financial year 2022-23 recorded higher GDP 

growth as the economy recovered from the chock 

of the pandemic. The Indian rupee also 

performed well as compared to currencies of 

other emerging markets. The Indian economy has 

also started benefitting from the efficiency gains 

due to greater formalisation, higher financial 

inclusion and economic opportunities created by 

digital technology based economic reforms.

India is the second largest producer of cement in 

the world and accounts for about 8% of the global 

installed capacity. India also has a lot of potential 

for development in the construction and 

infrastructure sector and the cement sector is 

expected to largely benefit from it. Furthermore, 

on the back of rising rural housing demand, the 

consumption of cement in India has been 

growing consistently as it is one of the cheapest 

construction materials in terms of Rs./Kg. Strong 

expansion of the industrial sector, which has fully 

recovered from the COVID-19 pandemic shock, is 

one of the main demand drivers for the cement 

industry. As a result, there is strong potential for 

an increase in the long-term demand for the 

cement industry. Some of the recent initiatives, 

such as the development of 98 smart cities, are 

expected to significantly boost the sector. India 

has a total of 210 large cement plants, of which 77 

are in Andhra Pradesh, Rajasthan and Tamil 

Nadu. Nearly 32% of India’s cement production 

capacity is based in South India, 20% in North 

India, 13% in Central, 15% in West India, and the 

remaining 20% is based in East India. The housing 

and real estate sector accounts for about 65% of 

the total cement consumption in India.

a) Budget estimates for Pradhan Mantri Awas 

Yojna during Financial year 2023-24 is Rs. 

79,590 crores, a 66% increase over the 

budget estimate of Rs. 48,000 crore during 

the Financial year 2022-23.

b) The Government of India further decided 

that bulk cement would be used in place of 

bitumen in road construction of all new 

projects on the ground that cement is more 

durable and cheaper to maintain than 

bitumen in the long run.

c) The PM Gati Shakti National Master plan 

for multimodal connectivity, Gati Shakti 

will also bolster the demand of cement in 

the future.

d) Government initiatives like Housing for all 

will push demand in the Cement Sector.

e) Real estate market in India is expected to 

reach US$ 1 trillion by 2023. Strong growth 

in rural housing and low cost housing to 

amplify demand. As per Budget 2023-24 a 

spending of over Rs. 10 lakh crore on 

infrastructure is proposed.

f) As per the Union Budget 2023-24, the 

government approved an outlay of Rs. 2.7 

lakh crore for the Ministry of Road 

Transport and Highways.

a) In a step towards Asset Monetization, and 

in accordance with directions issued by 

MHI vide letter dated 09.02.2022 to dispose 

of the NOU’s assets, the Company has 

commenced disposing off its idle assets of 

the non-operating units on “as is where is 

basis”. This shall not only unlock the value 

of idle assets and add to the revenue but 

also reduce the operating cost on 

maintenance/security and increase the 

profitability.

MOU was 

signed with M/s NVVNL on 21.03.2023 for setting 

up a 10 MW Solar Power Plant on CAPEX Model 

at CCI Tandur Unit. The tender for 6 MW Solar 

Plant at Tandur has been invited by NVVNL. The 

work of 1 MW of Solar Plant in the RESCO (ZERO 

COST) model was awarded and the work has 

already commenced. These Solar plants shall not 

only reduce electricity cost significantly but also 

be a source of clean & green energy including 

reduction in the carbon emission.

5. PRODUCTION & SALE PERFORMANCE

Your company has consistently given good 

performance for the last 3 years. For the year 20-

21, 21-22 and 22-23, the average cement 

production figures remained consistent at around 

8.78 lacs MT as against Average of 6.57 lacs MT for 

the previous 3 years i.e. 17-18, 18-19 and 19-20.

The financial year 2022-23 witnessed disruption 

in coal supply as a result Tandur plant remained 

closed for 51 days due to want of coal. Despite 

this, the overall cement production and sales 

remained unaffected and the shortfall in Tandur 

was made good by both Rajban and Bokajan 

Units.

Given below are our key businesses and their 

performance highlights:

i) Cement production during the current financial 

year 2022-23 is 8.68 lakh MT against 8.72 lakh MT 

of financial year 2021-22.

This audit report is in supersession of our earlier Audit Report dated 30th June 2023 on the accounts as at 31st March 

2023 of the CEMENT CORPORATION OF INDIA LIMITED has been revised to give effect to the half margins 

dated 08th August 2023 issued by the Indian Audit and Accounts department, office of the Principal Director of 

Audit (I&CA), New Delhi.

Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements

We have audited the accompanying standalone financial statements of CEMENT CORPORATION OF INDIA 

LIMITED (“the Company”) CIN No –U74899DL1965 GOI004322 which comprises the Balance Sheet as at March 31, 

2023, and Statement of Profit and Loss and Statement of Cash Flow for the year then ended, and notes to the 

financial statements, including a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory information, in 

which are incorporated four units (Tandur, Tandur YRO, Bokajan & Silchar Grinding Unit) audited by the branch 

auditors appointed by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India and Rajban (Himachal Pradesh), Mandhar, 

Charkhi Dadri, Akaltara, Nayagaon, Nayagaon Expansion and Delhi Grinding unit, Kurkunta, Adilabad, Bhatinda 

Grinding Unit and Corporate Office audited by us.

Qualified Opinion

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, except for the 

matters described in the Basis for Qualified Opinion paragraph, the aforesaid Financial Statements give the 

information required by the Companies Act, 2013 in the manner so required and give a true and fair view in 

conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India, of the state of affairs of the Unit as at 31st 

March 2023, its profit or its loss, and its Cash Flows for the year then ended.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

a. Execution of title and lease deeds of land of certain units in favor of company continues to be pending and land 

details are subject to reconciliation. Further, the DDA had suo moto transferred the land measuring 14.20 acres 

to SDMC on 11.04.2017, the cost of which is now transferred to “Recoverable from outside parties”. Moreover, 

the physical possession of land measuring 6.74 acres, given to railways for constructing siding is not yet 

handed over to the company. [Refer Point No.04 of Note 34].

b. No provision is made in respect of the liability arising out of acquisition and use of government land outside 

CCI’s Adilabad Township as road from pump house to national highway 7, the alienation order of which is 

awaited. [Refer Point No.06 of Note 34]. 

c. The effect of inconsistencies pointed out in the special audit report in relation to Yerraguntla unit sold in 1998, 

has not been considered due to pending reconciliation [Refer Point No. 12 of Note 34]
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d. The balance of certain Trade Receivables, Loans and advances, Trade Payables, Deposits to and from parties 

and Other Liabilities are subject to confirmation and reconciliation. The financial impact, if any arising out of 

non-reconciliation is unascertainable. [Refer Point No. 34 of Note 34].

e. The company has seven production units and a grinding unit at Delhi, where operations were discontinued 

between the years 1996 to 1999 and a grinding unit at Bhatinda (Punjab) which did not commence production, 

in respect of which attention is drawn to point No.11 of Note 34. As per view of the Management, no provision 

for impairment of assets, under AS-28 issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India, is required 

because recoverable value expected is normally more than the book value of the Assets. 

f. The company had issued 3554325 Non-cumulative Redeemable Preference Shares of ̀ 1,000/- each for a value 

of ` 355.43 crores to Govt. of India on 22nd March 2007 for 7 (seven) years. As per terms of issue, above 

preference shares were to be redeemed before 22nd March 2014, which is not in consonance with the terms of 

the issue. Management informed that further action for re- issue of preference share has been sought from 

Ministry as per Cabinet / BIFR direction. [Refer Point No.13 of Note 34]. 

g. Out of the Total Inventory of ̀  17,046.41 Lakh the inventory of non-operating units of ̀  3,175.26 Lakh (around 

18.63% of Total Inventory) had been carried forward in the books from several past years. Having regard to 

nature of inventory items involved and comments of branch auditors on inventory in their respective audit 

reports, there may be considerable depletion in value of inventory the effect of which has not been quantified 

or provided for by the management in the financial statements. 

We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) specified under section 143(10) 

of the Companies Act, 2013.Our responsibilities under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s 

Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are  independent of the 

company in accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India 

together with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements under the 

provisions of the Companies  Act,  2013  and  the  Rules  there  under,  and  we  have fulfilled our other ethical 

responsibilities in accordance with these requirements and the Code of Ethics. We believe that the audit 

evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Emphasis of Matter

We draw attention to following notes in the financial statements:

1. The Company was declared sick vide Hon’ble BIFR letter No. 501/96-BENCH IV SOL dated 08.08.1996. 

Hon’ble BIFR, in its hearing held on 21.03.2006 has approved the Rehabilitation Scheme prepared by M/s. 

IFCI (OA) and approved by Govt. of India.  The Sanctioned Scheme was circulated by Hon’ble BIFR on 

03.05.2006 which inter alia envisaged settlement of secured and unsecured creditors and 

expansion/technological up gradation of 3 operating plants and closure / sale of remaining 7 non-operating 

plants.  As per sanctioned scheme closure has been made at 7 units. MHI vide letter dated 09.02.2022 directed 

to sale plant and machinery, stores etc. of these non- operating units. Accordingly, Plant and machinery along 

with other assets of Akaltara and Charkhi Dadri units was sold through M/s MSTC. Sale of other plants is 

under progress. (See Note No. 34.09 and 34.17)

2.

a. The sale of the Plant & Machinery of the Akaltara unit was completed through M/s MSTC (A Govt. of India 

Enterprise)   on “as is where is clean sweep basis” at ? 57.50 crores.   Profit on sale of these assets is shown as an 

exceptional income in Note No. 31A to Financial Statements for the year ended 31st March 2023. Further, as 

per the provisions of sub–section 1 of section 31 of CGST Act 2017 read with clause no. K of the tender 

document, GST invoice was raised on 26.05.2023 on receipt of the entire amount and also tax liability was 

discharged accordingly. (See Note No. 34.17.i).
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b. The sale of the Plant & Machinery of the Charkhi Dadri unit was completed through M/s MSTC (A Govt. of 

India Enterprise)   on “as is where is clean sweep basis” at ? 34.92 crores.   Profit on sale of these assets is shown 

as an exceptional income in Note No. 31A to Financial Statements for the year ended 31st March 2023. (See 

Note No. 34.17.ii). 

3. As per the guidelines, 3rd Pay Revision for IDA employees has been issued by DPE on 29.05.2017. As per 

practice, the recommendation from 'Board of Directors' has been sent to MHI for approval. As on date, the 

necessary approval from DHI is still awaited. Employee Benefits Expenses includes provision on this account. 

(See Note No. 34.19) Total provision upto 31.03.2023 of ? 19.86 crores has been made in the books of accounts.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of these matters.

Information other than the financial statements and auditor’s report thereon

The Company’s board of directors is responsible for the preparation of the other information. The other 

information comprises the information included in the Board's Report including Annexures to Board's 

Report, Business Responsibility Report but does not include the financial statements and our auditor's report 

thereon.

Our opinion on the financial statements does not cover the other information and we do not express any form 

of assurance conclusion thereon.

In connection with our audit of the financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other information 

and, in doing so, consider whether the other information is materially inconsistent with the standalone 

financial statements or our knowledge obtained during our audit or otherwise appears to be materially 

misstated. If, based on the work we have performed, we conclude that there is a material misstatement of this 

other information; we are required to report that fact. We have nothing to report in this regard.

Responsibility of Management for the Standalone Financial Statements

The Company’s Board of Directors is responsible for the matters stated in Section 134(5) of the Companies Act, 

2013 (“the Act”) with respect to the preparation of these standalone financial statements that give a true and 

fair view of the financial position, financial performance and cashflows of the Company in accordance with 

the accounting principles generally accepted in India, including the Accounting Standards specified under 

Section 133 of the Act, read with Rule 7 of the Companies (Accounts) Rules,2014.

This responsibility also includes maintenance of adequate accounting records in accordance with the 

provisions of the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Company and for preventing and detecting frauds 

and other irregularities; selection and application of appropriate implementation and maintenance of 

accounting policies; making judgments and estimates that are reasonable and prudent; and design, 

implementation and maintenance of adequate internal financial controls, that were operating effectively for 

ensuring the accuracy and completeness of the accounting records, relevant to the preparation and 

presentation of the financial statements that give a true and fair view and are free from material misstatement, 

whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, the Board of Directors is responsible for assessing the Company’s ability 

to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the going 

concern basis of accounting unless the Board of Directors either intends to liquidate the Company or to cease 

operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Those Board of Directors are also responsible for overseeing the company’s financial reporting process.

Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements
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Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are free 

from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes our 

opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance, but is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in 

accordance with SAs will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. Misstatements can arise from 

fraud or error and are considered material if, individually or in the aggregate, they could reasonably be 

expected to influence the economic decisions of users taken on the basis of these financial statements.

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

We have taken into account the provisions of the Act, the accounting and auditing standards and matters 

which are required to be included in the audit report under the provisions of the Act and the Rules made there 

under.

We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing specified under section 143(10) of the 

Act. Those Standards require that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to 

obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatement\

We did not audit the financial statements of 4 (four) branches included in the standalone financial statements of the 

company whose financial statements/ financial information include total assets of `342.45 crore as at 31st March 

2023 and total revenues of ` 371.33 crore (Approx. 78% of total Revenue) for the year ended on that date. These 

financial statements have been audited by the branch auditors whose reports have been furnished to us, and our 

opinion in so far as it relates to the amounts and disclosures included in respect of branches, is based solely on the 

report of such branch auditors.

We have examined Company’s few critical financial indicators viz. inventory holding ratio, current ratio, sales 

graph, drop in man power as stipulated in Standard on Auditing (SA) 570 (Revised) (Going Concern) and found 

that these showed a negative picture about the Company till FY 2019-20, but almost all financial indicators have 

showed a positive picture from the FY 2020-21 and as such we have nothing to report in the matter for the FY 2022-

23.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of above matter.

Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements

The claims/ counter claims lodged by the 

Corporation for ̀  99,956.14 lakh (Previous year 

` 1,04,614.75 lakh) are under arbitration/ 

pending in various Courts etc., and the 

outcome will be known only on award / decree 

etc. Hence effects are not given in the Accounts.

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Reply on C & AG Comments on the Financial Statements of the Cement Corporation of India 

Limited for the year ended 31st March'2023.

Brief facts of this are that the Steel Authority of India ( SAIL ) entered into a long term contract on 26.6.1991 with 

Cement Corporation of India Ltd ( CCIL) for sale of granulated slag for a period of 10 years . However, CCIL 

failed to make certain payment. Due to financial crunch, CCI was referred to BIFR in case No. 501/1996. The 

sanctioned scheme (SS) of rehabilitation under Sick Industrial Companies (Special Provision) Act, 1985 (in 

brief SICA) was approved on 21.3.2006 by BIFR Court. SAIL was made party to the SS and was positioned as “ 

Unsecured Creditors “in Scheme .The clauses 7.1 of approved  scheme mandates that the dues of unsecured 

creditors will be settled at their outstanding principal .Further BIFR Courts directs that while making payment 

of dues of unsecured creditors , no discrimination should made amongst unsecured Creditors  so that 

similarly placed creditors get similar treatment , i.e. payment of their outstanding principal. 

However in the Annexure -12 to SS the liabilities of SAIL was incorrectly calculated and stated as Rs 4.42 Cr 

which comprises principal of Rs 1.82 along with interest of Rs 2.60 Cr despite the express waiver of interest 

payment to unsecured creditors. CCI has made provision in books for Rs 1.82Cr 

On 11.6.2011 after the approval of scheme by BIFR, SAIL made a request to commence arbitration proceeding 

before the Permanent Machinery of Arbitration ( PMA ) .The statement of claim filed by SAIL was Rs 3.66 Cr 

along with interest at the rate of 18% per annum with effect from 31.3.1996 .

On 17.4.2013, Final Award was passed by upholding that CCI was liable to pay an amount of Rs 1.81 Cr only 

without any interest in view of the facts that the company is declared to be “ Sick Company “ which is in the 

consonance with clause 7.1 of Sanctioned scheme on settlement of dues of creditors .

Being aggrieved by the said decision, SAIL preferred a writ petition NO 6228 of 2013 in High Court & on 

21.02.2017 the matter was referred to Sole Arbitrator nominated by Delhi High Court. The said Arbitral 

Tribunal on 17.5.2018, awarded a sum of Rs 4.42 Cr ( The amount agreed upon at sl. no 4 in Annexure -12 in the 

SS )along with interest of 3% per annum from 31.12.2008 till the date of award. Further interest @ 12% per 

annum on the awarded amount from the date of award, if the same was not paid within a period of three 

months from the date .

Being aggrieved by the aforesaid order, CCI preferred an appeal on 22.12.2021 with Division bench of High 

court & on 4.7.2022 SAIL was directed by Hounrable High Court to consider accepting the offer of Rs 4.42 Cr 

made by CCI to put a quietus to the dispute . SAIL shall communicate its decision to CCI within a period of 3 

weeks & if SAIL accepts the said offer, CCI is bound down to make payment the amount of Rs 4.42 Cr within a 

period of 6 weeks thereafter.

Consequent upon aforesaid  direction of High Court, SAIL did not communicate its decision to within the 

stipulated period of 3 weeks so as to enable CCI to comply with court directio.

On the aforesaid facts & circumstances of cases & placing reliance on the Supreme Court recently settled a 

long-standing question concerning unsecured creditors under the Sick Industrial Companies (Special 

Provisions) Act, 1985. ("SICA") regime. The Apex Court has set aside a 2011 Judgment of Delhi High Court in 

the case of Continental Carbon India Ltd. Vs. Modi Rubber Ltd 1 wherein the High Court had held that an 

unsecured creditor had the option of not accepting the scaled-down value of its dues under the scheme 

sanctioned under SICA and could initiate proceedings for recovery of its debt once the company was 

rehabilitated in terms of such scheme.

The Supreme Court held that the scheme under Section 18 of the Act must necessarily bind everyone otherwise 

it shall not be workable and the object and purpose of SICA will be frustrated. The Court observed that Section 

18(8) of the SICA specifically makes the sanctioned scheme binding upon 'creditors' and thus, the intention of 

the legislature was very clear. The Court unequivocally held that to any interpretation that allows any class of 
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persons to get out of the sanctioned scheme's ambit will render the scheme unworkable. The Court stressed on 

the necessity of some sacrifice by all concerned parties including the unsecured creditors to ensure that revival 

efforts are successful. That no creditor including the decree holders / arbitration award holders / industrial 

award holders can claim super priority of their claims specially when the prescribed entities mentioned in 

Section 19(1) may be required to take severe cuts to help revive sick companies, the other creditors 

including the decree holders / arbitration award holders / industrial award holders cannot claim to have 

better rights

Apex Court  held that the Delhi High Court erred in stating that the unsecured creditors has an option to not 

accept the scaling down value of its dues and to wait till the rehabilitation scheme of the sick company has 

worked itself out with an option to recover the debt with interest post such rehabilitation

Since the legal position of question of laws has been well settled by Honourable Supreme court, placing 

reliance of the said ruling, CCI is not liable to make payment beyond the amount as decided in the approved 

scheme and such litigation after the sanctioned scheme by parties to the scheme is not enforceable . 

Accounting Standard (AS) 29 Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets provides that;-

A provision should be recognised when: (a) an enterprise has a present obligation as a result of a past event; (b) 

it is probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the 

obligation; and(c) a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

If these conditions are not met, no provision should be recognised.

On the basis of the evidence available when the financial statements were approved, there is no present 

obligation as a result of past events.so in the light of compliances of accounting standard 29 it was concluded 

that No provision is recognised (see definition of 'present obligation' and paragraph 15). The matter is 

disclosed as a contingent liability ( Rs 3.85 Cr.) unless the probability of any outflow is regarded as remote.
